Alternative 1: Create a Web Page in Dreamweaver to Mount Your Images and Captions:

A. Creating the Folders and a Document, and Telling Dreamweaver Where They Are
	What to do
	How to do it
	

	1. In your “exercises” folder for this class (in “www”), create a new, empty folder called “webdoc” 
Inside of “webdoc” create another one called “assets”
	Right-click in the “exercises” folder window and choose New > Folder

Right-click the “New Folder” icon,

Choose “Rename” from the menu, 

Type “webdoc” to replace “New Folder”

Double-click open “webdoc”

Right-click inside “webdoc” and choose New > Folder

Right-click the “New Folder” icon,

Choose “Rename” from the menu, 

Type “assets” to replace “New Folder”
	

	2. Open Dreamweaver
	In the lower left of the screen, use the “Start” button to find Dreamweaver (we’ll do this in class together) and open it
	

	3. Save a blank page in your “webdoc” folder as “index.html”

Inside of “webdoc,” you should now see “index.html” and a folder called “assets”
	choose File > New and click “Create”

choose File > Save As

Navigate to your folder “webdoc”
Type “index.html” into the “File Name” box

Click “Save” button
	

	4. Set up your “www” site in Dreamweaver

OR import your site if you’ve previously “exported” the .ste file, and then skip the next step.  
	In Dreamweaver, choose Site > New Site

In the “Site Definition” dialogue box, choose the “Advanced” tab at the top if it isn’t selected already (it’s really easier).  

Follow the process for setting up a Local Site covered in the handout “Moving Files to the Web…”  
	

	5. Look for your site’s files and folders in Dreamweaver’s site window.
	In the right-hand pane of the Dreamweaver workspace, look for the “Files” window containing a “Site” panel showing your page “index.html” and the folder “assets.”
Now you’re ready to work!
	


B. Inserting Content into Your Web Document
	6. With your Web browser, download the images I’ve provided into the folder “exercises/…/ webdoc/assets”
	In your browser, right click on the picture

Choose “Save Picture As…” 

Browse to the folder “exercises/webdoc/assets”

Click “Save”

Repeated as necessary
	

	7. Insert the images you saved into your own page from the “assets” folder so they appear in a vertical line down the page
	Choose Insert > Image, and then navigate to the assets folder to select the image file you want

or

From the “site window” at the right, open the “assets” folder and drag the image file into the document window and drop it where you want the picture to appear

Hit Enter to space down, insert the next image
	

	8. Type in or paste in words beneath each image to serve as captions
	Hint:

Hit Shift+Enter to space down a single space

Hitting “Enter” puts in a double space.
	

	9. As needed, create tables within the layout cell to control content flow and composition
	Click where you want to insert the table

Choose Insert > Table

In the “Insert Table” window, enter 

Row: 1 (or whatever)

Columns: 2 (or whatever)

Width: 99 Percent

Border: 0

Then click Ok


	

	10. Give the page a “title” and resave it
	In the “Title” window at the top of the Dreamweaver window, type in “liquid page design exercise” 

Hit control+s
	The “page title” appears at the very top of the Web browser’s window and is the title that will appear in a bookmark or “favorites” list

In contrast, the “file name” of a page is what the computer and server use to keep track of it—in this case, “index.html

	

	11. Resave “index.html” and post it to the Web.
	Hit control+s

Alternative 2: Create a Web Photo Gallery with Photoshop

	12. Create a new folder in your nonwww folder called “gallery_source”
13. Create a new folder in your “exercises” folder (in “www”) called “gallery”
	This will be your “source” folder
This will be your “destination” folder
	

	14. Download pictures into the “gallery_source” folder (in your nonwww).  Be sure the pictures are named numerically such as “01.jpg, 02.jpg, 03.jpg” in the order they’re to appear in the gallery.  
	
	

	15. Make sure all your images that you want in your gallery are in that source folder and that it contains no other documents.
	This will be the “source” folder

	.

	16. Open Photoshop
	
	

	17. Open the Web Photo Gallery Dialogue Box
	Choose File > Automate > Web Photo Gallery…
	

	18. Tell Photoshop where your source folder is.
	Under “Folders,” click “Browse” and navigate to select your source folder inside your “nonwww” folder
	

	19. Tell Photoshop where your desination folder is.
	Under “Folders,” click “Destination” and navigate to select your destination folder in your “www…/exercises” folder
	

	20. Under “Options” 
	For “Banner,” Type in a name for your project beside “Site Name”

Enter your name beside “Photographer”

(Note that you can select other sets of options by opening the drop-down menu beside “Options.”   
	

	21. Create your Web Photo Gallery Files in your destination folder 
	Click OK
	

	22. Post the entire destination folder (in this case, “gallery”) to the Web.  
	Using the directions for Moving Files to the Web with Dreamweaver MX, move the entire destination folder to your “exercises” folder Web.  Don’t delete or move anything inside that destination folder.  

You will be able to view your gallery by directing your Web browser to the destination folder.
