Summer Prior to Senior Year

Early Fall (September – November)

· Apply for admission.  You can apply online or download an application at: http://www.d.umn.edu/admissions/online.html  Processing time averages about 3-4 weeks during this time and your student will be notified by mail.
· Have your student meet with an admissions counselor if they are going to be at your area high school.
December 15th

· Priority deadline to apply for admission, scholarships, and UMD Honors Program (all are part of the application for admission)

January

· Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  We recommend that you apply my March 31 for priority consideration and that you complete your Federal income tax forms when you complete the FAFSA.  You can apply online at: http://www.fafsa.ed.gov 

· UMD begins mailing Academic Orientation and Registration materials

February 1st

· Priority deadline to apply for admission to UMD
March

· Advisement and Registration begins

May 1st 

· Deadline for priority on-campus housing.

June

· All Post-Secondary Educations Options and College in the Schools transcripts from non-University of Minnesota colleges must be submitted.

· Students need to monitor their email for important announcements from UMD.  Remember, e-mail is the official means of communication.

July

· Be sure to have your student log in the Financial Aid and Registrar web page and check, accept/decline financial aid, and complete loan forms and other documents as requested.  This can be done at http://www.d.umn.edu/fareg or http://www.d.umn.edu/Register 

· Housing assignments will be mailed out by the end of July or in early August.

· Check with your high school to make sure that final high school transcripts were sent to UMD with a graduation date printed on the transcript.

August

· At the end of the month, fall semester billings will be available online.  Students can view their bill at http://www.d.umn.edu/Register
September

· Move-in begins prior to Labor Day Weekend.
· First Semester bills will be sent out during the second week of classes to students’ UMD email accounts.
