· Official transcripts from the institution that granted your undergraduate degree as well as any institutions in which graduate-level courses were taken (within the last 5 years) that you wish to include in your program.  Request that transcripts be mailed directly to the address listed below.  (A 2.8 or higher undergraduate GPA or a current teaching license is required.)

· Two letters of recommendation

· Resume documenting education and work experience

· A two- to three-page paper to be used to assess writing skills. The content of the paper should include professional goals, integrated with your understanding of the role of reflection in continuous improvement of professional practice.

M.Ed. Environmental Education applications must include:

· This application form

· A $30.00 (non-refundable) application fee

· Official transcripts from the institution granting the bachelor´s degree. OFFICIAL means they must be sent DIRECTLY to the Collegiate Graduate Program Office from the undergraduate institution. (see address below) 

· Students whose first language is not English must submit a TOEFL score above 500. 

· Resume 

· A letter of application that: describes your motivation behind pursuing this field and degree, your career goals, and your goals for graduate study. 

· Three examples of your work (examples might include curriculum or lessons developed; descriptions of teaching experience or work in professional organizations; copies of grant proposals, articles, or research results, etc.) 

· Three letters of recommendation that speak to your potential as a graduate student and environmental educator. 

· Students interested in receiving a graduate assistantship position must also include a brief letter of intent indicating your interest in a graduate assistantship (GA). Receiving a GA is dependent upon your qualifications and are available on a limited basis depending upon grant monies.  Students are encouraged to seek their own opportunities for support in an appropriate thesis/field project area, with faculty assistance.

· Official transcripts from the institution that granted your undergraduate degree. Request that transcripts be mailed directly to the address listed below.  (A 2.8 or higher undergraduate GPA is recommended. Candidates who have completed a set of core special education courses, but are not currently licensed, will be considered for admission or a current teaching license is required.)

· A personal goal statement and three letters of recommendation

· A writing sample answering a general special education issue will be administered after the application is received.
