We also were given a new scanner.  The staff including technology G.A. listen and respond to our concerns.  Thank you!

The EduE lab is puiney and it was extremely difficult to hold lab sessions because there were only 11 working computers.

Honestly I put smart boards in all classrooms, because I would be happy with white boards at this point.  I have seen science and engineering and business get new beautiful technology filled classrooms, and I pay the same tuition as all of the students enjoying those rooms, and yet my rooms still use chalk.  I don’t feel like funds are equally divided among all students, when there are more psych majors than any other major on this campus.  (roughly 600 last I checked).  We put in the most money per major in this school and I feel we reap the least benefit from this school.

It would be great to have computers available outside of lab that have SPSS on them!!!!  It is a hard program to have on the laptop and it would be nice to have access to it outside lab so we don’t have to download it on our computers.  It would also be nice to have a psychology lab with animals and stuff.  And for the college to have laptops to rent out when there is an emergency with our own computers.

I think that we should be told how our technology fees are being spent.  I also feel that the technology fee should include a certain amount put on our uCards to be used for clinic printing as we often have to print many lesson plans and reports which gets spendy.

Professors usually say laptops are forbidden in their classes.

I know how tech fees are being spent but I often do not get to see or use any of the equipment.  I feel that we need to be more prepared to work with SMARTboards in the classroom because many of us are currently in classrooms that use a SMARTboard.

The heating and air temperatures were ridiciously out of whack last semester when I had a majority of my classes in Cina Hall.  Rm 348 on third floor was so hot, I was completely nauseous after every class.  For the money we spend on tech per student, we should not be expected to perform at our best in those conditions.

SPSS should not be necessary for the use of students who are not planning on a career with a focus in research.

I am a double major, I did not get the chance to answer questions about my second major because of the survey default which is a limitation within the research.

Why is the only portable option Mac products?  Teachers are being boxed into an ecosystem of computing that many institutions do not use as their main computing source.  A Microsoft tablet isn’t exactly the answer, but what use could a ipad be to a teacher?  There is no hdmi out put, no vga and no usb port.  The only way student could benefit from the teacher using one is to look over their shoulder.  Tablet PCs are a good solution because they can be hooked up to a projector and written on by the professor.  Smartboard software can also be running on them while that is not possible for Ipads.  There is also the open source solution for teachers that few are aware of.  UMD requires the use of open source without many faculty or students being aware!  Firefox is needed for web vista and moodle is open source as well!  Why aren’t more avenues being explored for this option?  The boot times of library computers are painful!!! A thin client linux system can be ready to run in five seconds!! To blind ourselves with only two computing options, Microsoft and Apple, is silly.  To promote an open and exploring educational atmosphere, variety and creativity should be the emphasis, not a house with broken windows or a rotten apple. (sorry for the rant)

I have my PC set up so that I can print off of if on campus to any printer.  before I had this feature (I had this set up by ITSS), it was really frustrating having to come to campus to print (putting info/doc onto a flash drive, booting up/signing in to a library or lab computer takes about 10 min which is RIDICULOUS, transferring the info/document to the on campus computer, and then printing off) it’s a messy and frustrating process.  i think more people should know about this feature (and then make it easier for the “common person” to set it up on their PC so that they don’t have to go into ITSS) and/or library and lab printing should be faster!

The chalk boards in the rooms are terrible.  Allergies to chalk, lack of professionalism, sloppy, are a mess and difficult to use.

I really feel that it would be important for Education students to have access to the software that we are required to use through our classes.  I think that our technology fees should to go pay for the students to be able to have programs such as Boardmaker and SMARTnotebook on their personal laptops.  The prices that the school can get such programs for is much cheaper than on an individual basis.  And if the major is going to require us to have laptops then they should also provide us with the programs that we are being required to use.

I have no idea what we are allowed to use as technology throughout the school.  I would love to have been able to have access to a SMartBoard when working on required SmartBoard lessons.  The computers we were able to use, which I discovered only through a friend, were so slow it was nearly impossible to run the SmartBoard to create the lesson.

For the Ipads, more access would be preferable.  To download anything you need someone’s password which gets frustrating.  The only thing I can do on it is browse the internet.

All 4 years I’ve been at UMD, only one teacher has used technology in a big way.  Dr. V. uses technology very well, and the other teachers don’t need it in their curriculum and so they don’t use it.  I think were being charged WAY TOO MUCH money for only 1 or 2 classes using technology in our major and there’s no point to incorporating it more into the curriculum just to “use” the money.  JUST CHARGE US LESS PLEASE.

Rather than a laptop checkout system we should have a 24 hour computer lab to use.  Computers in the library are constantly being repaired and they only other computers available to students require full acsess.

Since the $125 fee was new this semester I have tried to find out how the money was used.  I appreciate the ability to use qualtrics (if that is what the money is used for great).  Free laptop rental, camera rental and ipod rental provide me no additional benefit) I am an employee of the University and have access to this material through my employment.  Having additional software qualitative data analysis software to use would be helpful.

You need to lower the fees.  Fees are out of control at UMD.  You should not expand services if it will be more expensive for students.  Students cannot afford to pay more.

I’m not sure this survey really applies to the graduate M.Ed. as we’re an online program.  It would be interesting to learn how the fees are used for those of us who barely set foot on campus.

I have not yet seen an instructor use the smart board, however, it may not be necessary for class.  It seems a waste if they are underutilized.

If the technology fees have paid for computer labs and video conferencing capabilities, I am surprised because in the last 4 years I have never seen these technology devices used or made available in my classes.

I feel that the Education Department classrooms should be all equipped with SMART Boards.  We need more training on the SMART Board before going out into the field.

I have enjoyed my online learning experience so far.

I don’t see how a laptop from the school store should be so expensive.  I believe that a laptop should be given to every student upon entering college if they don’t already have one.  Education is expensive enough as it is why do we as poor college students have to pay more?

I am in a program that is primarily online.  Therefore, I answered the questions about my instructors’ use of technology in the classroom based on my opinions about their skills using Moodle, and when we meet face to face.  My instructors are average-low users of Moodle.  They don’t ever video tape themselves.  We have only links to materials they didn’t prepare (like other websites) and the materials they post in Moodle.  There are several mistakes in Moodle use each semester – i.e. broken links, not making something visible to students that they think is visible, etc.  Given the huge variety of technological tools available, it is disappointing to see professors using so few within online asynchronous courses.  In particular, I would really like to see and hear my professors more.  Maybe a weekly mini-lecture that is video taped?  A power-point with recorded voice?  A demo on a new resource in Jing?  A podcast?  Anything!

The software used for Biomechanics (Dartfish) is out of date and a newer version, or a different program needs to be purchased.  Furthermore, we need more metabolic carts (VO2 units) to make labs run more smoothly.

I think the technology fee is too much especially when I’m an online and don’t see any of the benefits.  Online credits shouldn’t be charged technology fees.

I feel the use of technology is adequate in the CEHSP college.  It doesn’t really stand out to me to the point that it is affecting me so much, but I think that the use of the technology we have is good and I learn fairly well in my courses so far as well as anticipating to learn well in the courses I plan to take in the near future.

I would like to use Smart Boards more often.  I am not sure if all the school laptops (on the cart) have the software on them, but that is something I want.  Also having access to the BoardMaker program would benefit me.

I am happy with the technology available within my classes.  I don’t know exactly what the fees are used for, but it appears I have a lot of services and technology available to me to use/experience in my classes.

I own a laptop and a desktop computer, but that was not a choice on the survey.  Shouldn’t an explanation of the use of technology fees be sent to students, electronically and on paper?

Regarding the last question, I don’t think their should be a mandatory course for technology use within a major.  However, I do think a course should be offered, but as an elective.  That way, students who don’t feel comfortable with the use of technology have the option gaining more experience.
I don’t know much about how my money is being used.  If there was an email sent out or something along those lines that really went over the fees students are charged that would be very helpful.

I feel as though technology is very important and I am mainly an online student because I do not live on campus or no where near campus (I am an hour and a half away).  I get frustrated because of the fees that I pay for technology plus an extra cost for online classes, when I never use the internet or any computers at the school.  I understand the teachers need the internet but from the stand point of an online learner I feel as though my money is going to others to help them and really is not going to me to help…if I were on campus I would be glad because I would benefit from it as well.  One thing that I do love is that I got a discount on a some computer software (microsoft word) through UMD for my new computer.  However, I knew nothing about it until I was at Best Buy and the guy I was buying my computer was going to UMD and told me about it.  So I really thing things like that need to be out in the open more for students so that they know they can get discounts like that.

I am not quite into the core of my major so I haven’t gotten to the labs with technology, so I don’t really know as of now.

I feel that we should be able to know where our money is going.  Personally, I don’t like that there are fees for using the technology, because I rarely use it.  It’s not fair.

I understand that the use of technology is expensive and is on the students shoulders to pay for.  The only thing I REALLY think should be included is more printers and a printing allowance.  Having a printer or two in the Ed building would have been AMAZING!  And being allowed like 50 “free” prints would make me very happy.

I’m a freshman and have not been in any of these labs that are discussed within this survey.  I’m not sure that my answers are applicable.

Overall, I have been very happy with the technology available at UMD.  I am also doing the Educational Technology Certificate and pay the fees to use the full access computers.  I have immensely enjoyed using the Macintosh computers and the software and applications on these computer are stellar.  One suggestion/gripe: I would like to see technology fees to be spent making sure that ALL Macs (I don’t use the PCs and don’t know what the situation is with them) have fully licensed software.  A couple of times this semester, I have started working with a piece of software that was on the computer only to find out a few days later that I could no longer use this program because it was on a free trial basis and that I needed to purchase the program in order to open my already begun project.  This was very frustrating.  This happened with Adobe Flash and with Notebook software.  I don’t know exactly what the nature of the problem is here, but I feel that ALL Macs should only have fully licensed software and not have any free-trial basis software.  The free trial software is a ticking time-bomb for anyone working on a project if the free trial period ends before he/she completes a project using that software.  Thanks!
