PRICING ALERT!  Birth Control
For many years, Health Services has obtained contracts with major pharmaceutical manufacturers for special prices on contraceptives, and we have passed these special prices on to you, our patients. 

However, as a result of recent changes in federal legislation, reduced price packs of oral contraceptive pills will soon become unavailable to university health centers.  Because of these changes, Health Services will have to charge students more for some of the same prescriptions they have previously received. 

Health Services is attempting to secure generic equivalents of many brand name products. Some of our most popular contraceptives are not available generically. We will no longer carry Nuva Ring since its cost will increase to $39/per ring. Students with prescription co-pays will be able to fill their Nuva Ring prescription at an outside pharmacy. We anticipate that sometime in the fall semester, we will no longer be able to sell Ortho TriCyclen Lo(R) in clinic packs at low pricing. Every attempt will be made to find an acceptable generic option for our patients.
