


Reasons:

· To check the total points (make sure everything is added up correctly) and to check for mistakes in the grading.

· To know what questions you missed and why you missed them.

· To understand what you missed for the future.

· To understand the style of the professor’s questions.

· To be able to ask questions while it is fresh in your mind.

· Reviewing helps store the information into your long-term memory.


Ways:

· Add up the total points and double check they were totaled correctly.

· For those questions you got wrong, try to figure out the correct answer by looking over your notes or book.

· If your instructor posts solutions, check your newly worked out answer(s) to the missed questions.  Otherwise, ask your instructor.

· Determine where most of the test material comes from (quizzes, notes, homework, exam reviews, etc. and concentrate on that source for the next exam.

· Think about how you studied for the exam.  Did it work well, or should you try another approach next time?
