


1. Rewrite the material you cannot read or will not be able to understand a few weeks later.

2. Fill in the gaps.  Most likely, you aren’t able to write down every little detail your instructor talks about or writes down.  Fill in any portion of your notes you feel are incomplete.

3. Make a separate “Key words and Rules” column in your notes and add any additional ones you think of.

4. Make a problem log of those problems that the teacher worked in class (only the problem and answer).  You can use these problem logs to put together a practice test come exam time.

5. Reflection and Synthesis.  Review the major points in your mind or discuss them with classmates.  Reflect on how much of a better understanding you have of the material.
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
