

1. Write things down on your test right when you get it you may forget.

2. Preview the test.  Mark the questions you can do without thinking and do those ones first.

3. Develop a progress schedule.  Be observant on how many points each question is worth.  Make a mental note on where you should be at about halfway through the test time.

4. Skip difficult problems.  Read it over twice and put it into your working memory while you do other problems.

5. Review skipped problems.

6. Guess at any problems you do not know how to do.  Write down something.  This may trigger your memory on how to do the problem.  Never leave a problem blank.  You never know, you may get some partial credit for showing some work!

7. Review the test and use all test time.  Look for careless mistakes and check your answers.  Note that there is no reward for being the first to finish!!!
