


· Try to find a job that allows you some opportunity to study.

· Try to arrange to go to work right after class.

· Study as much as you can at school, then go to work.  Do not go home first.  Take work clothes with you to school if needed.

· Study during your lunch time or during breaks.

· Try to review your notes during work if the job allows.

· Record class lectures and play them during your travel to and from work.
