


1. Review the textbook material that relates to the homework.  If you do not review prior to doing your homework, you could get stuck and not know where to find help in the book.

2. Review your lecture notes that relate to your homework.  This will give you a better idea about how to complete your homework assignment.

3. Do your homework as neatly as possible.  If you have to ask your instructor or a tutor questions, he or she will be able to read your work and help correct any mistakes more easily.  Also, when you review your homework for exams, you will be able to read it yourself.

4. When doing your homework, write down every step of the problem.  This will help you over learn how to do the problems, which improves your memory.  Also, if you get that problem wrong, you can review each step to find your mistake.

5. Understand the reasons for each problem step and check your answers.  If you only memorize how to do problems instead of understanding the reasons for correctly working through the steps, you will have a harder time logically thinking about similar problems with the same property.

6. If you do not understand how to do a problem, refer to the following:
a. Review the book
b. Review your notes
c. Review any similar problems
d. Refer to another math textbook, solutions guide, or video
e. Call your study buddy
f. Skip the problem and ask your instructor or a tutor as soon as possible

7. Always finish your homework by successfully completing problems.  You want to finish your homework assignment with feelings of success.

8. After finishing your homework, recall to yourself or write down the most important concepts you have learned.

9. Make note cards containing hard to remember problems or concepts.

10. Do not fall behind.  Recall from module 1, it is very difficult to get caught up in a math class if you fall behind.
