It has style, texture, and a sense of voice, but is also readable and comprehendible as an introductory “teaser.”  The Blurb suggests what the Designed Full-Text is about, though this introduction may work through suggestion, implication, or association, rather than in a direct, declarative way. 	3. Designed Full-Text should make full use of techniques of adapting longer texts to the low-resolution screen.
