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	 Criterion

	1. Choice of image and explanation of its context


	2. Description of the “cultural work” of the image for a particular audience at a particular time.  Tells a good story or makes a good argument about the image, its audience, and its cultural moment.  

The essential point of this story/argument should be summed up in a thesis statement near the beginning of the essay.  


	3. Close readings of the image using techniques, ideas, terms, and principles from McCloud, Tufte, or other class sources.  Ideally, these techniques/principles will help explain how the image visually invites and encourages the cultural work being described in the presentation.  



	4. In the conclusion, an interesting and thought-provoking issue or question raised about some technique or principle of “visual rhetoric” or “visual culture.”  

This technique or principle may concern either the creation of images, or the analytical work of understanding and explaining them.
