1. Digital and Physical / Inside and Outside Again
The Harvard of this book is a physical “geography of power”—based on money, family, culture, race, physical access, age, gender, sexuality, etc.  Identify at least two passages (with page numbers) where any of these forms of power, privilege, or status are visible.  

Write a short paragraph answering the following question: Do digital spaces like Facebook (and the online environment generally) redistribute power and reconfigure relationships of power?
