	1. Open and save a new HTML page to “www/5230/exercises/
2. colormatch


	In Dreamweaver, choose File > Open > (“General” tab) Basic Page, click OK

File > Save


	

	3. Open an image with a non-HTML-standard color

	In Photoshop, File > Open


	

	4. In that image, “pick” the color and note down the RGB numbers and hexadecimal code

	In Photoshop’s Tools Palette, click the Foreground Color tile. 

Use the Color Picker cursor to choose the color

From the Color Picker window, write down the RGB values and the hexadecimal code (in the box beside “#”)


	

	5. In the HTML document, create that color as a “custom color”

	In Dreamweaver, choose Modify > Page Properties

Click the “Background Color” tile

In the call-out window, click the “System Color” icon (looks like tiny color wheel at the top right)

In the System Color window, enter the RGB values from the previous step

Click OK


	

	6. Apply that color as the background color of the HTML page

	In the Page Properties window, click OK
	

	7. In a new Photoshop document, make a “header” with the same color background and save an optimized version (.gif) to the “colormatch” folder

	In Photoshop, choose File > New

Set the H and W to a header size, background white

In the new document’s Layers Palette, click the “Fill Layer” icon at the bottom (looks like half moon) and choose “Solid Color”

In the Color Picker window, enter the RGB values from above (note how the hexadecimal code is the same as previously noted).  Click OK.

In the Layers Palette at the bottom, choose the “New Layer” icon

From the Tools Palette, choose the Type Tool and set the font, size, and color from the Properties Palette at the top of the workspace.  

Type the text for the heading on the new layer and adjust for size, location, etc.  

Save the file as “colormatech.psd” in your non-www folder: File > Save As

Save an optimized version as “colormatch.gif” in your “colormatch” folder inside of www/5230/exercises: File > Save for the Web.  


	

	8. Insert that image headers into the HTML page

	In Dreamweaver, choose Insert > Image, and navigate to “colormatch.gif” in your “colormatch” folder.  Click OK.

File > Save

Post the entire “colormatch” folder to the Web as usual
