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Motion Blur part of an image
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	Select the part of your image you want to remain stationary.
	Choose the magnetic lasso tool Shift-L 
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	Start by using fastening points around the image.
	Move mouse along the edge of the image.
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	Finish selecting image.
	Click the first fastening point allowing the image to be lassoed.
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	Select Feather
	Choose Select> Feather
	359

	Enter Feather
	Enter 5 in the Feather Radius field, and then click OK. 
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	Copy Selected area into a new layer.
	Click Ctrl-J to create new layer.
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	Now create blur on background area not previously selected.
	In your layers box click on background.
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	Create motion blur.
	Choose Filter> Blur> Motion Blur.
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	Create the angle of your blur.
	Enter an angle anywhere between -360 and 360.  I will choose -17.
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	Create the distance of your blur.
	Enter a distance between 1 and 999.  I will choose 55. 
Click Ok and you are done.
