	Open image with monitor in it
	File > Open, find that image.
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	Open image that you want to put in the monitor 
	File > Open, find that image.
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	Move desired image onto monitor image
	Press “v”, this gets the Move tool active. Drag the desired image onto monitor image. This makes a new layer.
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	Re-scale the image
	Press Ctrl-T to get the Free Transform tool. Press Shift and grab a corner point to re-scale the image to about the size of the monitor screen. Press Enter to accept the transition.  
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	Lower image opacity to 50%
	In the Layers palette, lower the opacity of the image layer to 50%. 
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	Free transform the image 
	Press Ctrl-T to get the Free Transform tool again. Hold the Ctrl key and grab a corner point and drag it to the corresponding corner in the monitor. Do the same for the other 3 corners.
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	Lock the transition
	If you are happy with your image, press Enter to accept the transition.
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	Return opacity to 100%
	In the Layers palette, raise the opacity back to 100%
