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	Create a black background
	Press “d” to make your foreground color black, then press Alt-Backspace to fill your background with black.
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	Adding Noise
	Go under the Filter menu, under Noise, and choose Add Noise.  Enter approx. 40%.  In the same box choose Gaussian and Monochromatic…click “OK.”
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	Blurring background
	Go under Filter menu and select Blur.  Choose Gaussian Blur.  For Radius leave it at 0.5 and click “OK.”
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	Bringing out starfield
	Go under Image menu, under Adjustments, and choose Threshold.  When this diagram appears, drag and slide to the left until the “stars come out.”  (Usually around 112 threshold level) Then, press “OK.”
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	Adding more blur
	Press Control:F.  This will apply another 0.5-pixel Gaussian to soften the look of the stars.
