	Open lighting effects properties window
	Now, in the menu go:
Filter > Render > Lighting Effects...
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	Make sure spotlight is selected under “light type”
	On light type pop down window> choose spotlight
(if it is not already selected)

	Adjust light axis 
	With Mouse, drag center point of light to focus on part of image you want spotlighted.
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	Adjust light source
(This type of light has 2 points and a radius. One point is where the light is coming from; the other point is where it is pointing towards.)
	With pointer, drag one outer point of light access until desired lighting effect appears in thumbnail.
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	Adjust ambience under lighting effects properties (this determines the contrast between lit area and remainder of image)
	The more negative the ambience, the higher the contrast and more positive, the less contrast.  For more dramatic lighting, pull ambience selector negative.
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	Create the focal point with lighting effects
	Click OK and you are done.
