	Window | Character to display the Character palette; erase the font size and type in ‘110’

	Choose ‘Satin’ from the Layers palette
	click the round button in the lower left corner
that has the italic f on it; select Satin

	Change the Blend Mode to ‘Screen’
	open the drop-down box for Blend Mode in the Layer Styles dialog box; select ‘Screen’

	the color swatch is just to the right of the Blend Mode box
