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Web Photo Gallery with Photoshop.  
	1. Create a new folder in your nonwww folder called “gallery_source”

2. Create a new folder in your “exercises” folder (in “www”) called “gallery”
	This will be your “source” folder

This will be your “destination” folder
	

	3. Download pictures into the “gallery_source” folder (in your nonwww).  Be sure the pictures are named numerically such as “01.jpg, 02.jpg, 03.jpg” in the order they’re to appear in the gallery.  
	
	

	4. Make sure all your images that you want in your gallery are in that source folder and that it contains no other documents.
	This will be the “source” folder

	5. Open Photoshop
	
	

	6. Open the Web Photo Gallery Dialogue Box
	Choose File > Automate > Web Photo Gallery…
	

	7. Tell Photoshop where your source folder is.
	Under “Folders,” click “Browse” and navigate to select your source folder inside your “nonwww” folder
	

	8. Tell Photoshop where your desination folder is.
	Under “Folders,” click “Destination” and navigate to select your destination folder in your “www…/exercises” folder
	

	9. Under “Options” 
	For “Banner,” Type in a name for your project beside “Site Name”

Enter your name beside “Photographer”

(Note that you can select other sets of options by opening the drop-down menu beside “Options.”   
	

	10. Create your Web Photo Gallery Files in your destination folder 
	Click OK
	

	11. Post the entire destination folder (in this case, “gallery”) to the Web.  
	Using the directions for Moving Files to the Web with Dreamweaver MX, move the entire destination folder to your “exercises” folder Web.  Don’t delete or move anything inside that destination folder.  

You will be able to view your gallery by directing your Web browser to the destination folder.
