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Personal Objective:
Objective: Students will be able to answer two questions about Tlingit culture. 

Star Up Task – Students will read pages 32-33 in the text which introduces the Tlingit people.  Afterwards a short discussion will be lead by the teacher explaining and summarizing the content. 10 minutes
Activity 1 –“So now that you have a basic understanding of the people, what else do you want to know?”  Remind students of what they learned about prior Native American tribes, music, families, food, geography, etc.  The teacher will then pick one student to enter the questions generated through the brainstorm onto the computer.  After which the teacher will explain how these questions will be answered: by going down to the ICT room and using the internet, and the pre-set sites found by the teacher, to answer your assigned questions from the list.  30 minutes

Closure: “Next class we will present the answers to the questions you posed”.
Enrichment: Ask stronger students to answer more difficult questions, i.e. What is a potlatch, what is a moiety, Why is the raven important to these people, etc.
Differentiation: During the silent reading portion of the lesson help ESL students with any comprehension issues.
Assessment:  The presentations and worksheets to be completed for next class should illustrate whether or not students have attained the objective.
