The course, Introduction to Elementary Education, includes a two-hour per week field experience.  The teacher candidate in this course will observe, practice, collect artifacts, and reflect on the school culture and relate it to the goal of becoming a K-8th classroom teacher in a diverse setting.  Most the students who take course are Freshman. This course is offered to introduce students to teaching in the elementary school and to help them to make a decision about a career in teaching.
PURPOSE:  (1) to assist and observe teaching and learning in a public school setting; (2) To practice professional expectations and behavior in a school setting; (3) To plan, teach, video, and evaluate one lesson in the school setting; and (4) participate in in all morning teaching experience, teaching extravaganza. 
Each teacher candidate is to keep a journal of his or her experiences. After each visitation, the teacher candidate will enter reflections in a journal related to:  teacher’s role, learner’s role, teaching strategies, behavior management techniques, physical environment, diversity, collaboration, and technology. Journal is handed in and checked weekly. Candidates are to be prepared when they come to the classroom.  Candidates need to plan ahead in order to complete assignments on time.
 HOURS: Candidates are expected to be in the classroom for 2 consecutive hours per week.  See calendar below for beginning and ending dates.  Any time missed must be noted on the contract and made up before the end of the semester. Candidates do not need to make up time when the school district is not in session.  No School October 21 and 22.   UMD Thanksgiving Break is November 25 and 26.  Verify with classroom teacher there are no other days school is not in session.

· DUE Oct 1:  (1) Make a drawing/floor plan of the classroom.  Label the parts. OR (2) Take 4-6 photos of the classroom.   Organize photographs on 8 ½ X 11 sheets of paper.  Label the photographs. *Add Web site address for classroom layouts. (for ePortfolio) (Title: 001-Constructivist Classroom Floor Plan) (& Moodle) 
· DUE: Oct 8 (IN CLASS UMD ALSO): Make a big book (THE IMPORTANT BOOK). Meet with your teacher to set up a time to read in to your class. Write a 1 page reflection of your experience which includes (1) children’s reactions, (2) effectiveness of the layout and text of the book, (3) what you learned about presenting/reading to the class, and (4) what you would do different next time. Place a photo of you cover, back page, and one two-page spread or your whole book and your reflection in your ePortfolio. *Add Web site address for author/illustratorsite for book. (for ePortfolio) (Title: 001- My Important Book)  (& Moodle)
· DUE: Oct 15:   In 2 to 3 page descriptive writing, 1) describe the teacher's management/behavior plan for h/h classroom (see text and relate to your practicum—rules, consequences, rewards) (i.e., possible sources: interview and/or observation.)  2) Also include in paper a description of morning meeting format/descriptions and attach three artifacts, e.g., letter to parents, picture of rules poster, recording forms, photos, lesson plan, parts of a school handbook, or other to your paper as evidence. (See WONG for behavior management plans and procedures) *Add Web site address for classroom management site. (for ePortfolio) (Title:  001-Behavior Management Plan)  (& Moodle)
· DUE Oct 22:  With you classroom teacher, assist and/or observe your teacher using the Promethean/Smart Board Technology (www.prometheanworld.com) or other technology.  Writing a 2 page descriptive paper, 1) describe how you assisted the teacher in creating a learning experience, what you observed as you watched the teacher and children interact. with technology. 2) Tell what the children were to learn during the interaction and whether or not the children did learn the concept or facts presented, using evidence from your observation/interview. 3) How did the technology enhance or not the learning experience for the children?  4) Using a topic currently being taught in your practicum, and if you were to design a lesson for this topic, tell how you would enhance the learning activity by using the board. Include 2 photos of evidence with your paper. *Add web site address for using technology in teaching. (for ePortfolio) (Title: 001- Using Technology to Enhance Learning)  (& Moodle)
· WEEKS OF OCT. 25 - NOV12: For the classroom, write lesson plan, TEACH, video, and reflect.  The classroom teacher will assign the lesson topic & length, in collaboration with you.  Lesson plan must be written and checked by the classroom teacher prior to the presentation. Lesson plan needs to be typed and e-mailed to the instructor for EDITING at least four days prior to presentation. On the subject line for the e-mail, tell me Classroom lesson plan, section, due date, and last name.  A peer can assist in the videoing/photographing (you can take photos along with video) of the lesson. Again, you need to clarify with the teacher about taping and photographs.  When you have completed your lesson, reviewed your tape and reflect on your lesson. You will place in the e-portfolio: (1) edited lesson plan; (2) final lesson plan; (3) scan or photo of 2 or three examples of teaching materials prepared for the lesson; (4) brief clip of a part of your lesson with a brief description of what is happening and what you learned; (5) scan teacher evaluation of your lesson;  (6) your reflection; and (7) bibliography of web addresses used for planning.
