Grant Proposal Assignment

*Note: I strongly encourage you to work in pairs for this assignment, as it is common for federal grants to be submitted by a team.
Part A: Grant proposal (30 points)
Using the attached EPA Request for Proposals (the full RFP is available at course website, under course assignments), develop a proposal for an EE project/program of interest to you (one that you’d like to develop; it could be in the context of or a part one that you are currently working on; it shouldn’t be one that is already in existence, unless you are adding to it) that addresses one of the 6 educational priorities listed on page 4-5 (note ineligible activities on p. 9).  You can “apply for funding” to expand an existing program or to develop a new program/project.  You are applying on behalf of an organization (note p. 8– any local education agency, college, university, state education or environmental agency, or non-profit organization is eligible; for example, it isn’t the individual teacher applying, but their school or district who applies).
You will be turning in the following: (see page 10-16 for descriptions; note that EPA asks for more pieces than what I am asking you to do)

1. Project Summary

2. Project Description 

3. Project Evaluation (include an evaluation focus and planning matrix)

4. Appendices (Timeline; Logic model (can be a part of your evaluation focus); technical qualifications/programmatic capabilities; optional: hypothetical commitment letters)

Page Limits: project summary, description and evaluation cannot exceed 7 pages; appendices limited to one page for each item
Assessment: Your project will be assessed using criteria stated on page 18-19 (for the sections you’ll be completing; their point values don’t apply). See the full proposal on the website.
Part B: Presentation of Proposed Project (20 points)

Prepare a 10-15 minute ppt presentation, explaining your proposed project (using a similar format as the proposal, but less depth, and perhaps more on the thinking/rational behind your proposal).  Bring your ppt on a CD or jumpdrive.  I will have 3 additional “EPA representatives” in the room, to help me with scoring the presentations and offering feedback.
