Aborigines who have watched this film state that 

it was a good film as it did represent the truth about how they are politically 

represented, but it could have been better if it was written by an aboriginal 

instead of a white person, as they would have presented the film using 

Aboriginal culture instead of using the whites' controlling methods of a 

society."
