The “Sunday Memos” are .pdf memos, like this one, that 

arrive by e-mail (usually, as you might expect, on Sunday).  

 

And they are also featured each week in the “Recent 

Announcements” section at the top of your Canvas “Home Page” 

and in your “Announcements” folder  

(where Canvas keeps all of the past Announcements).

When the semester starts the links on the memos will be “hot” (active) and they will take you to more detailed 

information.
