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You should have scores for all Discussion postings that were

entered on time, or by the end of the announced amnesty
periods, or by the mutually agreed upon completion date(s).

Please note that the top letter grade allowed in general by the

your scores and figuring out your grades keep in mind that the University of
Minnesota does not in general have an A+ letter grade, for reasons not well articulated
by the University.
