perhaps, for the views of some notable folks on The Future of 

Food, and a few other items related to class this week.  

 

Even Napoleon in all his greatness could not have imagined the food 

world you live in. (It was only a little over two hundred years ago, in 1810, that Nicholas Appert 

discovered the process of preserving food by canning—for Napoleon’s army.) 

 

And for that matter, your grandparents couldn’t have imagined your 

food world. Even a casual reading of Jean Anderson’s The American 

Century Cookbook (NY: Potter, 1997) will reveal lots of food innovations that 

have happened in your lifetime (the timeline of food events in this book is one of the best 

compilations on twentieth-century food events in print—personal opinion). 

 

And speaking of your grandparents, there is no end to Michael Pollan’s 

Food Rule #2:  

 

“Eat nothing your grandmother wouldn’t 

recognize as food.”
