	Create a folder on desktop and title it prebuilt.
	Right-click on desktop.  Select New> Folder.

Rename folder prebuilt.
	

	Open Dreamweaver.
	Click on Start>Programs>Web Tools>Macromedia>Dreamweaver MX.
	

	Open Explorer.
	Go to www.d.umn.edu/~cstroupe.
	

	Save Evolution Image.
	Right click on image and select “Save Picture As” and save it in your prebuilt folder.
	

	Create a local site for your prebuilt folder.
	Choose Site>New Site. Make sure you click on the Advanced Tab at the top. Next to Site Name type in prebuilt. Then click the yellow folder to the right of Local Root Folder and select the prebuilt folder on your desktop. Then click OK.
	

	Open a new document.
	In Dreamweaver, click File>New.
	

	Select a pre-built template.
	Under the category column click on Page Designs. Then under the Page Designs column select Text: Article A. Next, click the create button.
	

	Save the document.
	Choose File>Save and save it to your prebuilt folder.
	

	Insert image.
	First, delete the gray image box that has 175x110 in it because you will want to insert your saved image in its place.  Then choose Insert>Image and select your evolution image. Click on OK.
	

	PLAY.
	Because these designs use dummy text and placeholder images you can edit them as you like by inserting your own text and pictures, adding or removing columns, merging and splitting cells, changing alignment and background options etc… This is a convenient way to start a webpage if you aren’t sure what type of page layout you want.
