	What to do
	How to do it

	1) Open a page with underlined links on it in Dreamweaver.
	In Dreamweaver, go to file open.  Open a page either from you zip disk or from one that you download from the internet.

	2) Select what you want to change.
	In this case, just click your curser on an underlined link.  (If you wanted to adjust body text, you would click there instead.)

	3) Make new style sheet
	Under the text menu at the top click on “CSS styles.”  In the pull out menu that appears, chose “New CSS Style.”  In the box that appears click on “Redefine HTML tag” and  “This document only.”  Also, make sure there is a lower case “a” in the field marked “tag.”  Click “OK.”

	4) Adjust link style
	When the new window appears, make sure you are in the “type” category.  To make your links not be underlined, click on “none” under decorations.  Click “OK.”
