	Copy pictures
	Right click each pictures and save to a folder (we are only going to use the first two, but I have provided all of them incase you want to do more practice)
	

	Open Dream weaver
	Go to programs, web programs, Dreamweaver
	

	Paste Map in Dreamweaver
	Paste the Map image into Dreamweaver (this is the main image)
	

	Make a hotspot on an object
	Map a hotspot on the depot (remember the tool for hotspots is on the properties menu).
	

	Open behavior panel
	With hotspot selected click on the design tab on the right side of the screen, followed by the behavior tab) You can also find the behavior tab from going to windows then down to behaviors.
	

	Select open browser window options
	With the behavior tab open select the plus sign on the top, go down to open browser window.
	

	Set options to what you want
	Browse to find the depot pictures in your file. Set the height and width to 315 by 220.  Click status bar to turn it on. Click ok (if you do not select a size for your window it will open with default size)
	

	Change so window will open on mouse click
	On behavior panel click on arrow by event theme, move down to select onClick.
	

	Save page
	File Save, save as map (remember to name the page)

	Other
	If you turn on more then the status bar this is what each one does:

  Navigation Bar – the row of browser buttons the include Back, Forward, Home, and Reload

  Location Toolbar – the row of browser buttons that includes the location field.
  Status bar – the area at the bottom of window in which messages (such as loading time remaining) appear.

  Menu Bar – area in window that include options such as File, Edit, View, etc. (with out this option views can only look at that window they will not be able to move around

Scrollbars as needed – if content does not find they may scroll

Resize Handles – Makes it so the view can resize the window as they want it

Window name – should name it if you want to target it with links.
