	Create a folder on the desktop called ‘song’
	

	Download the song file
	Go to http://www.d.umn.edu/~luxf0003/5230/peer/My%20technique/linkpage.htm
Right click on the link on the page and select ‘Save As’ and save the file.
	

	In Dreamweaver
	Begin a new page.
	

	Next
	Find “View Code” in the menu bar, or press F10 so that you are writing in HTML
	

	
	From any spot on the page enter in this command:
<embed src=”soundfile-name.root” autostart=”TRUE” hidden=”TRUE”> </embed>

This entire string of code should fit as if it were on one line. DO NOT PRESS ENTER UNTIL YOU HAVE FINISHED THE FINAL PART OF THE CODE!
	

	TEST
	Save the file and open it to see if it was done correctly. You can do this through Dreamweaver by pressing F12. If it done correctly you should hear the sound you embeded

	In Dreamweaver
	Begin a new page
	

	Type any text
	TIP: Usually when a sound file is placed on the internet it is a good idea to tell people what file type it is and how large of a file it is. 

EXAMPLE: SimpsonsTheme.wav (3.26MB)
	

	Link the text
	You can go to Insert> Hyperlink and a window will pop up. Here you can type in text and browse for the file you’re looking for
OR

If you already have text on the page you wish to link you can edit that with the menu bar at the bottom of the screen.
	

	Check the link
	Once the link is setup you want to make sure it works. In the case of some media files it might be a good idea to instruct people how to download the file right before you have the link.
