	Open Dreamweaver.
	Click on Start>Programs>Web Tools>Macromedia>Dreamweaver MX.
	

	Open Explorer.

	Insert Images.
	Click on Image. Insert image into Dreamweaver.
	

	Make Layers.
	Click on Draw Layer Button the Common Tool Bar. Click on where you want the image to be placed.  Make a square for one of the images to go in to.  Pull one of the images into the new layer.  Repeat for the second image. You can move around both images where you would like then. Hint: If you have placed the 1st image where it is going to go you will only need to make one layer for the image that is being placed over it.
