	1. An apparent concept in texture and voice.  A clear concept brings together multiple topics into an individualizing sense of personality (presumably you, but not necessarily).  Concept is established by a well-written, individualizing statement or preamble: brief, detailed, specific, “scenic,” unified around a single, intended idea, impression, or connection. Content and links also convey this coherent tone and sense of voice.  Images are chosen and prepared to work with the unifying concept and the writing.  
	
	
	
	
	

	2. Use of Screen Real Estate.  First screenfull is significant and includes any important navigation.  Choice of liquid or jello layout design is appropriate, and the content is well prepared to work within that choice.  A banner or main graphic anchors the page without dominating the real estate and squeezing important content below the scroll line.  Images are proportionate, well cropped, and scaled to convey impressions and/or information without dominating the landscape.  Navigation is proportionate to its purpose on the page, but clear and available.  
	
	
	
	
	

	3. Content and Page Design.   Text is segmented, made scannable with headings, visually “pinned” with icons and thumbnails.  Sets of content are grouped with white space and meaningful headings, rather than outlined by borders, lines and other non-content decoration.  Text is consistently legible against high-contrast backgrounds.  Page generally has a sense of flow, order, proportion and visual hierarchy which gives the eye an initial landing spot and then two or three distinct paths of choice to follow from there.  The design emphasizes the content rather than background, navigation or decoration.  
	
	
	
	
	

	4. Technical.  Page is functioning well.  Download time is not excessive.  Images display consistently and are optimized to be small files that download fast and display clearly and with correct proportions.  Page is titled, and page design is stable. 
	
	
	
	
	

	5. Commentary and annotations.   The commentary is complete, thoughtful, and substantive.  It attempts to use terms of the redings and class discussions to put the project and your process of it in critical focus.  These critical terms are in bold.
